Operation Brotherhood – brings churches from different racial,
ethnic, and cultural backgrounds together to assemble and distribute
food baskets to needy families at Thanksgiving.

Nursing Home Visitation and Worship Program – enables churches
to visit local nursing homes and helps them to conduct worship services
for residents.

Sowers Ministry – seeks to publish and distribute solid, biblical
Christian literature and offer venues for the defense of the Christian
faith.
